CRIMINAL RECORD EXCLUSION FROM FOSTER PARENTING IN THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA:  The crimes might be eligible for an exception to become a Foster Parent.  HOWEVER, IT IS HIGHLY UNLIKELY THAT AN EXCEPTION WILL BE MADE BY THE STATE.
1. Any person who has been convicted of, or is awaiting trial for, sex offense against a minor.
2. Any person who has been convicted of a felony.
3. A felony conviction for child abuse or neglect, spousal abuse, crimes against a child, including child pornography, or for a crime involving violence, including rape, sexual assault, or homicide. 
4. Any person who has been convicted of any crime specified below:
a. Battery
b. Shooting at Inhabited Dwelling.
c. Corporal Injury on Spouse/Cohabitant.
d. Discharging Firearm with Gross Negligence.
e. Exhibiting Weapon/Firearm.
f. Threat to Commit a Crime Resulting in Gross Bodily Injury or Death.
g. Criminal Threat to Harm or Injure Another Person.
h. Cruelty to Animals.
i. Willful Harm or Injury to Child.
5. Make a knowing false or misleading statement.
6. If on probation or parole.
7. California Penal Code 243.4.
a. Any person who touches an intimate part of another person while that person is unlawfully restrained by the accused or an accomplice, and if the touching is against the will of the person touched and is for the purpose of sexual arousal, sexual gratification, or sexual abuse, is guilty of sexual battery.     
b. Any person who touches an intimate part of another person who is institutionalized for medical treatment and who is seriously disabled or medically incapacitated, if the touching is against the will of the person touched, and if the touching is for the purpose of sexual arousal, sexual gratification, or sexual abuse, is guilty of sexual battery.  
c. Any person who touches an intimate part of another person for the purpose of sexual arousal, sexual gratification, or sexual abuse, and the victim is at the time unconscious of the nature of the act because the perpetrator fraudulently represented that the touching served a professional purpose, is guilty of sexual battery. 
d. Any person who, for the purpose of sexual arousal, sexual gratification, or sexual abuse, causes another, against that person's will while that person is unlawfully restrained either by the accused or an accomplice, or is institutionalized for medical treatment and is seriously disabled or medically incapacitated, to masturbate or touch an intimate part of either of those persons or a third person, is guilty of sexual battery. 
e. Any person who touches an intimate part of another person, if the touching is against the will of the person touched, and is for the specific purpose of sexual arousal, sexual gratification, or sexual abuse, is guilty of misdemeanor sexual battery
8. California Penal Code 273a:
a. Any person who, under circumstances or conditions likely to produce great bodily harm or death, willfully causes or permits any child to suffer, or inflicts thereon unjustifiable physical pain or mental suffering, or having the care or custody of any child,willfully causes or permits the person or health of that child to be injured, or willfully causes or permits that child to be placed in a situation where his or her person or health is endangered. California Penal Code 273d.       
9. California Penal Code 273d:
a. Any person who willfully inflicts upon a child any cruel or inhuman corporal punishment or an injury resulting in a traumatic condition. 
10. California Penal Code 273g: 
a. Any person who in the presence of any child indulges in any degrading, lewd, immoral or vicious habits or practices, or who is habitually drunk in the presence of any child in his care, custody or control.
11.  California Penal Code 368:
a. Any person who knows or reasonably should know that a person is an elder or dependent adult and who, under circumstances or conditions likely to produce great bodily harm or death, willfully causes or permits any elder or dependent adult to suffer, or inflicts thereon unjustifiable physical pain or mental suffering, or having the care or custody of any elder or dependent adult, willfully causes or permits the person or health of the elder or dependent adult to be injured, or willfully causes or permits the elder or dependent adult to be placed in a situation in which his or her person or health is endangered.   
12. California Health and Safety Code Section 1522(c)(3);
a. Under no circumstances shall an exemption be granted to any foster care provider applicant if that applicant in those homes, has a felony conviction for either of the following offenses:  	
i. A felony conviction for child abuse or neglect, spousal abuse, 
ii. crimes against a child, including child pornography, 
iii. crime involving violence, including rape, sexual assault, or homicide
iv. A felony conviction, within the last five years, for physical assault, battery, or a drug- or alcohol-related offense.
